UNDERSTANDING 
OUR UNIVERSE AT SCITECH

On 5 November, our science class went on an excursion 

to SciTech. The purpose of this trip was to gain a further 

understanding of the creation of our universe and an insight 

into an aspect of gene technology and also have fun doing 

so! Our teacher, Dr. Henderson, and our year coordinator, 

Mrs. Willesee accompanied us on this fantastic experience 

to learn more about science. 

When we reached SciTech we were taken to the Planetarium 

along with a number of students from other schools. The 

huge domelike structure was pitch black when we entered.  

After the presenter Chloe introduced herself she brought 

up a spectacular view of the night before as it would be 

seen in the unpolluted sky. From that moment the show 

kicked off  as she explained to us the location of some of the 

constellations and the many planets in our solar system. She 

also let us have a bit of a thrill and spun the dome around 

which made some of us quite giddy. The next part of the 

presentation brought about some of the theories about the 

beginning of our universe and the speculation concerning 

life on other planets. In this we also learnt that possible life 

on other planets or even in other solar systems may not 

require all things we need to live but may need something 

else like iron oxide instead.  The planetarium experience was 

awesome. 

After a short break, our class entered the CSIRO Science Lab, 

where we had a-hands-on experience exploring the fi eld 

of gene technology. Inside the lab we were given a case to 

solve and were asked to match the sample DNA evidence 

with the DNA of four “suspects”. After an interactive talk 

discussing DNA structure we tried our hand at extracting 

DNA ourselves and then placed it in tubes for further 

inspection. 

Finally we had the chance to explore SciTech for our own 

enjoyment. Some examples of the numerous exhibits were; 

a device that responded to the sound waves of your own 

voice (it moved when we moved), a pulley system carrying 

a chair from which you could lift yourself up in ease; and 

a tube-like structure in which you could write messages 

and send to a person on the other side of the room, just by 

jumping on a cushion.

The excursion was a fantastic experience and if the 

opportunity ever arises again we would love to go.
